Weekend liveaboard trips 

First of all we would like to thank all who participated on our ‘MV Taranui’ liveaboard charter out of Tairua 
last weekend which consisted of 6 dives -  White Cliffs (Great Mercury Island), Rocky Bay Wall,  Rocky Bay 

(Northern End), Rocky Bay (Night dive), Middle Island Reef (Northern End), and Crooked House (Middle 
Island).  Not bad considering many sites up and down the coast were weather affected.  And for those of 

you who didn’t come along because you booked elsewhere, and then your diving got cancelled – HA DE 
HA!! 

This coming weekend (22-24 June) we’re off to the Poor Knights again for a 
liveaboard on ‘MV Pacific Hideaway’ 

Come dive the Poor Knights with us and with 7 dives available, yes 7, it is definitely a worthwhile 

experience!!!  These dives include wreck dives, deep dives, multi level and night diving, spectacular scenic 
dives and of course a coastal cray hunt!!!   

Don’t feel experienced enough? We have on hand experienced Instructors/divers who will gladly buddy 
up and dive with you. 

Technical and deep divers welcome.  There are already 2 deep deco divers booked on this trip; Nitrox 
and 02 available at Global Dive.  

We will also be running a PADI Advanced Open Water course on this trip.  This gives you free gear hire, free 
fills, free cylinder and dive computer use, 5 training dives including Deep, Night, Wreck, Navigation, project 

AWARE and two recreational dives. Most importantly you learn new skills which will enhance your diving 
and increase your awareness at depth. 

All meals and accommodation are included in the price and yes we will be staying the night on the 

ocean, tucked away in one of many of the sheltered areas the Poor Knights has to offer in a luxury 53-foot 

catamaran called Pacific Hideaway. 

 

Trip price $380pp (meals and accommodation).  Kit hire additional if required.  

Advanced course $595 (all dive gear/equipment, fills, cylinders, dive computer use, PADI Advanced Open 
Water dive manual and qualification, guided dives, meals and accommodation.)
